CAYUCOS: Franco DeCicco wants to build a mixed-use project called Cayucos Del Mar at Old Creek Road and Highway 1 in a Cayucos neighborhood. As proposed, it would include 17 upscale timeshare/fractional units of 1,000 square feet each, plus four residential condominiums and 4,500 square feet of commercial space, including a convenience store and bistro, with underground parking for 57 cars, according to the project manager, Kim Hatch. It would fill nearly all of the two-thirds-acre lot.

Not in my backyard, cry the neighbors. Residents have formed a new group, Concerned Citizens of Cayucos, to oppose the plans. The group has already succeeded in convincing the Cayucos Advisory Council to re-examine its support of the project at its meeting on April 4. Their main concern is with introducing that many tourists into the “last bastion of residential neighborhoods in Cayucos”. They say it’s totally incompatible with the neighborhood.

Located in San Luis Obispo County on the central California coast, Cayucos is what some people call The Last of the California Beach Towns. They want to keep it that way.
